I would like to start by thanking John 
Brennan for all his hard work as Dock 
Committee Chairman over the last couple 
of years. John did a great job and I hope to 
continue down that same road. This year 
your Dock Committee will consist of me 
(Louis Misto), Bob Dionne and Jeff Hetu.  
Hopefully by the time you read this we will 
have another Dock Day under our belts 
and the marina will be ready to start 
seeing some boats. 
 To start off the season we have a 
couple of tasks that we will be un-
dertaking, some of which may already be 
completed by this time. We are going to 
replace 2 dock modules, one at the end of 
E-dock and the other at the end of I-dock. 
Mike Sabolcik and his crew, weather 
permitting, will be sealing E, F, G, H, and I 
docks the second weekend in April. This 
should take care of any issues with the 
loose sand remaining on the docks from 
the resurfacing. If you bring your boat in 
during that weekend we may need to 
relocate you for a day or two till the docks 
dry. Mike states we need a solid 24 hours 
for the sealer to dry before we can walk 

on it. I am asking members with dinghies 
to leave the area of F-dock adjacent to the 
gas pump open for members who use the 
moorings. Last year some of the members 
on moorings had to shuffle dinghies 
around to get theirs out; I would like to 
make it a bit easier for these members. 
Also, if it has not already been completed, 
we will be realigning the boat ramp dock 
with the ramp itself. This should keep 
members from backing off the ramp and 
damaging it. As John stated several times 
last year the ramp is not designed for large 
boats.    
 Having personally watched many 
members struggle during low tides I 
thought I would mention two things. 
Please refrain from using the ramp during 
low tide, and, if you need to back off the 
end of the ramp to get your boat off the 
trailer this is a very good sign the tide is 
not high enough and you need to wait 
until the tide comes in a bit.    The end of 
the ramp drops right off and people have 
become hung up so please use caution.  
George Gingerella has met with the State 
and is working with them to get the run 

off from the one drain nearest the launch 
ramp and B dock cleaned up.   The State 
has yet to come up with a plan for the 
drain nearest the dip in Beach Street but 
they assured us they will work on it.  We 
are hoping this too will be completed prior 
to dock day. 
We are going to be asking members to 
register their dingys with the Dock Com-
mittee & Harbormaster and we will be 
affixing a small WYC sticker with ID num-
ber to your transom or motor.
