The Westerly Yacht Club Fishing Tournament rules are based on past tournaments as well as comments and suggestions from previous participants.  

If observed, these rules, common sense, good sportsmanship, and respect for the fishery will ensure a pleasurable experience for all of us now and 

for years to come. 

 

The Westerly Yacht Club Tournament is open to Club members, their spouses, children and grandchildren.  The Tournament will run from Satur-

day, May 24, 2008 through Monday, September 1, 2008.  The Tournament Committee will award first and second place prizes for the heaviest fish 

in the categories listed below.  In the event two fish of the same species have equal weight the angler with the longest fish will be awarded first 

prize: 

Striped Bass               Bluefish               Fluke               Sea Bass 

The Committee will also present a first place prize in the Junior Category for the heaviest fish in the following categories:  

Striped Bass               Bluefish               Fluke               Sea Bass               Porgy/Scup 

 

(The junior category is defined as, a Westerly Yacht Club memberôs children or grandchildren age 12 or under as of September 1, 2008.) 

   

§ Fish entered in the contest must be of legal size and be taken legally by rod and reel only. 

 

§ Anglers are eligible to enter qualified fish on the day following payment of their entrance fee. 

 

§ Fish are to be weighed on the digital WYC scale, accurate to the nearest 0.05#, located near the Westerly Yacht Club gas shack where weigh-

in forms are available. 

 

§ Fish are to be measured on a flat surface from the ñnoseò to the tip of the tail.  

 

§ A witness must verify fish weight and length for adult participants and weight for junior participants.   

 

§ Weigh-in forms are to be placed in a drop box at the gas shack and must be received within 7 days of weigh-in date.     

 

§ The entry fee is $10/ angler.  Fee includes admittance to the WYC awards picnic September 7, 2008. 

 

§ Tournament applications will be available from March 29, 2008 through August 31, 2008.  (A file folder with applications will be available in 

the WYC lounge on the knee wall near the shuffleboard.
